Why is This Important?
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• Leaders need to know how to 
communicate both verbally and non-
verbally.


•  To the part of the brain that manages

trust – the limbic brain. 


• The part of the brain that doesn’t 
understand language, but feelings.  


• This is critical to engage people 
emotionally and pull them into the 
Achievement zone.




The Power of Questions

o Keeps us present and demonstrates that we are interested in others.  


o Ask questions to encourage others to become more aware of certain critical

 factors, beliefs and perspectives.
